The trip includes a simple @ddlnch, and the boat has a kiosk that
sells coffee and snacks.

Pulpit Rock walk, Saturday 29 August, 0945-c1800 (350 NOK)

The Pulpit Rock walk starts from Fiskepirégiter E on the Stavanger map (see below). The
ferry departs at 9.45 a.m., and the delegates dmeét up wittMartti Makinen at
Fiskepiren at 9.30.

The Pulpit Rock, or Preikestolen, is a flat 25 xn2&tre mountain plateau which rises 604
metres above Lysefjord. You can walk up to the R&pck from Preikestolhytta, accessed
by ferry or bus from Stavanger. The walk itselBi8 kms one way, and the height difference
between the the parking lot and the Rock is 330esett takes approx. 4 hours to walk there
and back again. The terrain is varied, with altenggplateaus and steep rises. The rises may
be difficult at places, with boulder-sized stoneglimb over, so good hiking shoes are highly
recommended. The attached picture shows you thHigepobthe walk. As regards the time
reserved for the walk, we can pace ourselves acaptd our liking: there are buses leaving
back to the ferry all through the afternoon.

We will provide you with a small lunch pack (wat&uit, a sandwich), thus it may be a good
idea to take a small backpack with you. In addit@the lunch pack you can by food and
refreshments on the ferry and at Preikestolhytta.
