We will also collect some background information about parents (marital status, education level, income, and country of birth).
Participation is voluntary 
Participation in the research project is voluntary. If you chose to consent to participation, you can withdraw your consent at any time without giving a reason. All information about your son/daughter will then be deleted. There will be no negative consequences for your son/daughter if you chose not to consent or later decide to withdraw your consent. 

Data protection – how we will manage and use data about your son/daughter
Data will used solely for research purposes. All identifying information will be replaced with codes. All codes will be deleted in 2023, data will then be completely anonymised. As long as your child can be identified in the data material, you have the right to access what information is stored about him/her, to have data corrected or deleted, and to receive a copy of the information. You also have the right to send a complaint to the GDPR representative at UiS or to the Data Inspectorate (Datatilsynet) about the management of your personal data. NSD is in charge of assessing whether research projects comply with current GDPR regulations, and has approved this research project.
